YOUTH MENTAL HEALTH FIRST AID

WORKSHOP DESCRIPTION:

With one in five youth experiencing mental health and sub-
stance use problems, but less than one third of them accessing

treatment, early intervention and support of young people ex-
periencing emotional and substance use challenges is critical.
Youth Mental Health First Aid® USA is an 8-hour in-person
training program — like traditional First Aid or CPR — designed
to give participants the skills to help adolescents age 12-18 who
are developing a mental health problem or experiencing an
emotional crisis. The course uses role-playing and simulations
to demonstrate how to recognize and respond to warning signs
and connect young people to professional, peer, social, and self
-help care. Participants do not learn to diagnose, nor how to
provide any therapy or counseling — rather, they learn to sup-
port a youth in both crisis and non-crisis situations.

Ellamonique Baccus is an art therapist and the F
Executive Director of Arts Partners in Wichi-
ta. She earned her Master's degree in Art
Therapy from The School of the Art Institute of
Chicago and was a Licensed Clinical Profes-

She has extensive experience providing behavioral health thera-
py, crisis counseling, peer support groups and diagnostic as-
sessment for youth in grades K-12 in school based settings, res-
idential treatment, community based settings, and counseling
centers. Ella developed the Wesley Children’s Hospital Medical
Art Therapy Program in Wichita. In her role at Arts Partners,
she has been able to continue the work she began in Chicago
here in Kansas. Her work is to train and collaborate with edu-
cators and artists to implement arts integration programs in
schools that provide a holistic educational experience for stu-
dents and supports their social and emotional well-being as a

significant component of academic success.
