1. WHO CAN GET FREE OR REDUCED PRICE MEALS?  

 All children in households receiving benefits from Food Assistance (FA), the Food Distribution 

Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR) or Temporary Assistance for Families (TAF) are 

eligible for free meals. 

 Foster children that are under the legal responsibility of a foster care agency or court are eligible 

for free meals.  

 Children participating in their school’s Head Start/Even Start program are eligible for free meals. 

 Children who meet the definition of homeless, runaway, or migrant are eligible for free meals. 

 Children may receive free or reduced price meals if your household’s income is within the limits 

on the Federal Income Eligibility Guidelines. Your children may qualify for free or reduced price 

meals if your household income falls at or below the limits on this chart.

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5. CAN I APPLY ONLINE? Not Available , Yes  You are encouraged to complete an online application 

instead of a paper application if you are able.

6. MY CHILD’S APPLICATION WAS APPROVED LAST YEAR.  DO I NEED TO FILL OUT A NEW ONE?  Yes.  

Your child’s application is only good for that school year and for the first few days of this school year, 

through October 07, 2016.  You must send in a new application unless the school told you that your 

child is eligible for the new school year.  If you do not send in a new application that is approved by the 

school or you have not been notified that your child is eligible for free meals, your child will be charged 

the full price for meals.   

7. I GET WIC.  CAN MY CHILDREN GET FREE MEALS?  Children in households participating in WIC may 

be eligible for free or reduced price meals.  Please send in an application. 

8. WILL THE INFORMATION I GIVE BE CHECKED? Yes. We may also ask you to send written proof of 

the household income you report.  

9. IF I DON’T QUALIFY NOW, MAY I APPLY LATER? Yes, you may apply at any time during the school 

year.  For example, children with a parent or guardian who becomes unemployed may become eligible 

for free and reduced price meals if the household income drops below the income limit.

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3.A. REPORT INCOME EARNED BY CHILDREN

G) Provide the last four digits of your Social Security Number. 
An adult household member must enter the last four digits of 
their Social Security Number in the space provided. You are 
eligible to apply for benefits even if you do not have a Social 
Security Number. If no adult household members have a Social 
Security Number, leave this space blank and mark the box to the 
right labeled “Check if no SSN.” 

STEP 4: CONTACT INFORMATION AND ADULT SIGNATURE 
All applications must be signed by an adult member of the household. By signing the application, that household member is promising that all information has been 
truthfully and completely reported. Before completing this section, please also make sure you have read the privacy and civil rights statements on the back of the 
application.
